Do not reply to these
emails, as an increased reply rate encourages
more fake emails. If in doubt, contact the sender
by some alternate means such as emailing or
calling the parish or chancery office associated
with the sender. Please feel free to regularly
share this information with parishioners or any lay
associations that you are working with as these
seem to be the people who are targeted.
